The theme of this year’s conference was “Empowering Women on the Path of Progress.”  Speakers discussed everything from health issues to fi-
nancial empowerment to spiritual growth.  The Conference continues to provide professional development for sisters and all who attend.

Once again SIA proved that it can outdo itself.  This party has become a signature event for SIA.  In its 17th year in New York City it is the soror-
ity’s annual summer fundraiser.
